Cash prizes for 1st, 
2nd, 3rd place. Best of Show and merit certificates for Open exhibit entries on general sustainability and ecological issues.

Reception:  A reception will be held at Brooks College on Friday night May 4th – 4pm to 9pm. Curator:  Alicia Rice  

Eligibility:
• Open to all California artists and poets (students welcomed). 
• Work can be wall-hung, free-standing or pedestal mounted. 
• Work must be hand delivered to Brooks ready to hang. For Sculpture, please provide a pedestal.
• All work must be original and created from previously used material
• Maximum of 2 entries per artist in general sustainability theme exhibit and 1 entry per artist in RE:USE juried exhibit.

Judging:  RE:USE themed work will be juried between May 1st and May 3rd and winners will be notified at the reception 
(you need not be present to win).

To Enter:  Deliver artwork to Brooks College Sunnyvale (canvases don’t need to be framed) and/or poetry (framed and 
illustrated poetry optional) to Brooks College  on April 28th between 9 am – 4 pm  or May 1st (Tuesday) between 9-12 and 
1-7pm. Contact Joanne Hobbs if you need to make alternate arrangements to deliver your artwork (408.269.3356) Fasten 
labels on back and complete entry form.
